Directions from South Jersey:

Take Interstate 476 North (About 99 miles) Merge onto PA-315 North toward Intersate 81 North  
toward Scranton. (0.8 miles) Merge onto I-81 North for 11 miles. Take exit 187 toward I-84 East/ 
Mt Pocono, I-380 South/Milford, US-6 East/Carbondale, about half mile. Merge onto Rt 6 toward  
Carbondale. Exit will be on the left. you will stay on Rt 6 for about 28 miles. Rt 6 will turn into a 
single lane road, continue until you end at a light in Honesdale. You will make a left onto Rt 191, 
stay on Rt 191 for 13.8 miles. Make a left onto Creek Road. (there is an antique duck sign there)  
Go about 1/4 mile and turn right onto Duck Harbor road. Duck Harbor Road curves to the left,  
you will see an old saw mill on the left, you will also pass Schnakenberg Road on your right.   
Continue on Duck Harbor Road about two miles (you will pass the horse farm on your right)  
and the development entrance will also be on your right.
